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Abstract

The article aims to study the lynx in the beliefs and rites of the Yakuts. Animism is an early
form of religion among northern peoples. Having carried out research on the early religion of the
Yakuts, V.F. Troshchansky and A.E. Kulakovsky point out the following: if the development of the
Yakut religion had not been interrupted by Christianity, it would have taken on more stable and
complete forms. The renowned English anthropologist Timothy Ingold pays attention to the fact that
animism is one of the oldest issues on the agenda of northern anthropology. Edward Tylor believes
that this is one of the earliest and most primitive forms of religion. Anthropologists have avoided
this topic for years, fearing that calling a person an animist is tantamount to christening them
primitive and superstitious. But again northern ethnography changed the situation. One of the
animistic beliefs relates to animals and birds. The article examines the attitude of the Yakuts to the
Eurasian lynx (Lynx lynx) as one of the sacred animals. The Yakuts (Sakha) buried the sacred
animals, including lynxes, as a gift to the deities. There was a rite of burying respected and wealthy
people in lynx fur coats and hats, which is quite rare in burials.
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
