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Abstract

This article examines various customs and rituals associated with praying for a child. In Yakut
families, childlessness was considered a great misfortune, and diverse methods were employed to
address this issue. The Yakuts (self-designation: Sakha) worshipped several goddesses responsible
for human fertility. Notably, the customs and rituals related to childbirth belong to the most ancient
layers of Yakut religion. These beliefs represent the Yakuts’ archaic worldview. Despite the
influence of Orthodox Christianity during the Tsarist era and state atheism in the Soviet period, the
Yakuts preserved their traditional beliefs. As a result, certain customs and rituals associated with
fertility magic persist to this day.
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
