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Abstract

The purpose of this article is to explore the influence of Emile Jaques-Dalcroze’s pedagogical
ideas on the formation of the modern concept of rhythmic dance, the development of rhythmic
gymnastics, and the establishment of rhythmics as an independent choreographic direction. The
research objectives include identifying the uniqueness of Dalcroze’s pedagogical ideas, examining
the forms and methods of teaching rhythmic dance proposed by him, and tracing the further
evolution of his ideas in the context of the development of rhythmics. The outstanding
choreographer, teacher, and methodologist Dalcroze played a significant role in the development of
dance and rhythmics. Dalcroze’s rhythmics is characterized by the dependence of body movements
on the meter and rhythm of the music. While in ordinary sports gymnastics, music accompanies
movements, in Dalcroze’s rhythmic gymnastics, music creates movements through tempo-meter-
rhythmic flow and emotional impact. Another feature of his rhythmics is the diversity of movements.
Movements coordinated with music follow not only the rhythmic pattern but also all shades of
intensity, ranging from the most calm and balanced to those requiring full muscular tension.
Dalcroze’s rhythmics is also largely characterized by the use of different forms of movement.
Practical significance: the results of the study can be used in applied research on the evolution of
choreography teaching methodology in the 20th century. As a result of the study, it was concluded
that Dalcroze’s pedagogical ideas, innovative for their time, played an important role in the
formation of the modern concept of rhythmic dance and in the development of choreography
teaching methodology. Elements of his pedagogical methodology are still used in teaching children

and adolescents the basics of dance movements, contributing to the development of a sense of
rhythm and basic choreographic skills.
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
