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Abstract

The article substantiates the application of theatrical pedagogy as an effective tool for the
resocialization of juvenile convicts whose identity is deformed by the norms of criminal subculture.
The author analyzes the phenomenon of emotional emancipation as a primary mechanism that
triggers processes of personal disintegration of destructive identity through overcoming alexithymia
and physical tensions. The specificity of the contingent, characterized by areduction in the symbolic
function of consciousness and resistance to verbal methods of influence, is examined. The
mechanisms of forming a reflexive "mirror” and decentration through the methods of etude (sketch),
mask, documentary theatre (verbatim), and Augusto Boal's "Theatre of the Oppressed” (Forum
Theatre) are revealed, allowing the translation of abstract humanistic norms from the realm of
knowledge into the plane of practical action. Special attention is paid to the differentiation of genuine
personal transformation from the phenomenon of simulative emancipation (the formation of a “false
self) in the conditions of a total institution. The conclusion formulates the key condition for the
therapeutic effect — the autonomy of the theatrical space as a "free zone,” allowing for the
reconstruction of personal boundaries and the building of horizontal communicative ties as opposed
to the verticality of the criminal hierarchy.
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
