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Abstract

The article substantiates the concept of art as a fundamental tool for preserving humanity and
subjectivity in the conditions of a penitentiary environment. The initial premise is the statistical
regularity according to which the overwhelming majority of persons passing through the penal
system return to society, which makes the issue of the qualitative characteristics of their reintegration
critically significant. Based on the analysis of the institutional, social, and personal levels of the
impact of artistic practices, their ability to form a special semiotic space is demonstrated, where the
individual restores a sense of their own subjectivity, develops empathy and reflection, and acquires
sustainable self-regulation skills. It is shown that the integration of art into the daily life of
institutions helps to reduce tension, optimize administrative resources, and reduce the likelihood of
recidivist behavior. Special attention is paid to the ethical correctness of the artist's presence, and a
parallel is drawn with the educational sphere, where art acts as a preventive measure that prevents
the alienation of the individual from society. Itis concluded that art in places of detention represents
a strategy that transforms the punishment system from an institution for the reproduction of
recidivism into an institution for resocialization.
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
