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Abstract

This article examines the challenges faced by both small and medium-sized businesses during
the COVID-19 coronavirus pandemic. The relevance of the issue is obvious, since the basis of a
market economy is entrepreneurship, this postulate is proved by the example of economically
prosperous countries. Questions are raised about the support measures that are provided to small and
medium-sized businesses on the territory of the Russian Federation. The pandemic has had a huge
impact not only on the Russian economy, but also on the global economy. The main purpose of this
article is to assess how COVID-19 has affected these industries. The paper shows that the state took
steps to support entrepreneurs, it is likely that they were not enough, since there is a significant
decrease in representatives of small and medium-sized businesses over the past year. The measures
taken by the state were able to support representatives of small and medium-sized businesses, but
they did not solve all the problems, and many entrepreneurs declared bankruptcy, as well as jobs
were lost and there is a decrease in the level of GDP received from this sector.
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
