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Abstract

The scientific article examines the main trends and prospects for the development of the national
economy of Singapore, which acts as one of the centers of progress in the East Asian world. The
relevance of the study is due to the fact that the Government of Singapore demonstrates high
efficiency of government decisions in stimulating social development, economic growth and
technological progress. The characteristics of the socio-economic model of development of
Singapore are its innovative orientation, high stimulating investment climate, favorable conditions
for the economic activity of small and medium enterprises. The results of the article reveal that the
modern model of economic development of Singapore allows this country to have high rates of
economic growth, despite the fact that resource provision is at an extremely low level. This example
can be borrowed by countries with scarce natural resources, which is relevant in the period of
Industry 5.0.
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
