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Abstract

This article examines the financial relationships between US penitentiary institutions and
inmates' families. The study explores approaches to reducing the financial burden on prisoners'
families through the judicial system, improving institutional conditions, and expanding access to
banking services in the United States. The systemic limitations of each approach are analyzed,
including arbitration clauses, ineffective regulatory mechanisms, and the limited influence of
financial institutions. Special attention is paid to the need for a comprehensive solution combining
legislative inttiatives, enhanced oversight, financial literacy programs, and incentives for banks to
work with vulnerable social groups. Based on an analysis of judicial practice, regulatory experience,
and international case studies, the authors conclude that systemic changes are possible through
coordinated efforts by legislators, regulators, and civil society.
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
