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Abstract

The presented material analyzes the systemic limitations of biased assessment of real economic
costs for the detention of inmates in the US penitentiary system, caused by a steady increase in the
incarceration rate in recent decades. It is emphasized that traditional budget accounting methods
focusing on direct expenditures of correctional institutions are biased, as they systematically exclude
significant indirect costs (such as pension obligations, capital construction, and healthcare)
distributed across other budget items. It is shown that to overcome this methodological problem, a
full cost absorption approach is proposed, allowing for an assessment of the total financial burden,
which is estimated to exceed $80 billion per year as of 2023. It is noted that the existing approach
to funding the US penitentiary system complicates comparative analysis and the formation of a
unified expenditure accounting policy, and consequently, an objective assessment of budget costs.
It is concluded that achieving fiscal responsibility and efficiency in the functioning of criminal-
executive institutions is impossible without increasing funding transparency and reallocating funds
from inmate maintenance to programs that reduce recidivism and prevent crime.
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
