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Abstract

The article presents the investigation of the ways constructing the political portrait
of Robert Walpole in the common scheme of the biographical work "Walpole".
The object of the article is the study of John Morley's main views of the politi-
cal image and lines of action of Robert Walpole, such as policy of isolationism.
According to the author, "Walpole" gives an impression of a vivid, meticulous
work, where the aspects of policies took the first place, in particular, the peace
foreign policy which afterwards led Morley to take up a decisive stand against
the British imperialism and militarism in the course of the line of the liberal party.
In this article the author comes to the conclusion that John Morley was success-
ful in showing versatile talents and many-sided nature of Robert Walpole, all his
streaks of political prudence. The biography created by John Morley is a piece of

well-written work and the best man of letters' impartial assessment.
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Introduction was an author of a series of historical
works — British politicians' biographies.

The outstanding essayist and In the intellectual elite, English Stud-

historian John Morley (1838-1923) ies made Morley a competent expert in
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history. The volume of 1889 about the
first British Prime Minister Robert Wal-
pole (1676-1745) is of a great interest
among researchers. For Morley himself,
1t was not a labour of love; it seems that
he avoided to mention it, never quoted
during political or public debates, never
cited in his another works'. By nature and
character, Walpole was the direct oppo-
site of Morley. The prudent, self-seeking
and cunning politician of the first half
of the XVIII century had nothing to do
with literature or education, except his
paying merit pensions to some poets.
Besides that, Walpole lacked a sense of
a great moral and ethical appeal, the art
of imagination and rhetoric, that is the
qualities the bright thinker Morley was

so fond of.

Two Liberal politicians: the
author and the object of his
biographical study

William Staebler (1912-2004)
expressed his doubt towards the prob-
ability of appearance of the work by
Morley, if Walpole were not a Liberal:
"It would never have been written had

Morley not been acting as self-appointed

literary commemorator for his party"?.
Hence, but for Walpole being the Whig
party representative, Morley would not
have written a work on him. Through the
eyes of the British classical Liberal, the
foreign policy of Walpole was exempla-
ry, because in contrast to his successors,
he opposed military methods® and kept
England away from the extensive Euro-
pean wars for a period of two decades,
except the War of Jenkins' Ear*. Being an
original and talented man of action, Wal-
pole created "a peculiar style of national
diplomacy"°. The views of the research-
ers on the personality of Walpole vary,
but in the history of international rela-

tions he remained an isolationist because

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of his ambiguous foreign policy. He is
considered to be a supporter of cheaper
and cautious "policy of non-intervention
Walpole's do-

mestic policy was formed mainly from

in European affairs"®.

the keeping low taxations. In the 1720-
1730's he was very popular at court,
though in England of those days the idea
that only one of the ministers could con-
trol the government, was pretentious and
impracticable’. Owing to Walpole, Eng-
land in the second quarter of the XVIII
century was undergoing the economic
growth; the country proved to be ready
to the Seven Years' War 1756-1763, the
Industrial Revolution and the building of
the British Empire®. Morley's own life
was closely related to the Liberal party

of Great Britain too. He was a journal-
ist promoting liberal ideas through the
press, Liberal historian and philosopher,
the Secretary of State for Ireland and
Home Ruler, strictly opposed wars and
aggressive foreign policy. The features
and personality of Walpole were alien
for Morley, but a political line connect-
ing two politicians through the ages, the
common interests, aims and methods to
achieve them, brought to the creation of

the original and talented work.

"The Trial of Sacheverell" and
its influence on the interparty

relations

Morley's "Walpole"wasnotalarge
work — it included 200 pages, and the au-
thor emphasized the political biography
of his hero. Morley assigned a place of
no more than 10 pages to the childhood,
youth and the first stages of public life of
Walpole. In the first chapter he described
a scandalous incident caused by the Eng-
lish clergyman and politician Henry Sa-
cheverell (1674-1724), and the author
noted Walpole's active participation in
the case. While preaching "The perils of
false brethren both in Church and state"
at St. Paul's cathedral on 5th November
1709, Sacheverell figuratively depicted
the Whiggish "sins and dangers" threat-
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ening to the government of England’.
Besides the crown, the most powerful
men in the country were the Whigs John
Churchill, Duke of Marlborough (1650-
1722), and his friend Sidney Godolphin
(1645-1712). They felt a blame of pub-
lic reaction 1n its full measure, and the
crisis of 1709 followed the incident.
Morley wrote that the problems raised
by Sacheverell caused the violent par-
liamentary quarrels between Tories and
Whigs. Walpole expressed the opinion
that Sacheverell was under the influence
of unknown persons of high standing'’.
On Godolphin's initiative, the clergyman
was banned to preach for three years,
and this "impolitic blunder"!" became a
disaster "to the government and to the
Whig party"'?, as Morley estimated the
political consequences of this event.

When Tories came to power in 1711,

Walpole lost his seat of minister because
of charges of bribery. It is "the practical
moral that was drawn by Walpole for his
own use"" that was important to Morley,
who studied the biography of Walpole
in the context of the political history of
England in the XVIII century. The Lib-
eral politician John Morley inquired for
place that Walpole had in the history of
the Whig party.

Walpole and Bolingbroke:
a personal and political

confrontation

According merely to its struc-
ture, "Walpole" is worthy to be called a
political portrait. There are 11 chapters,
and only two are directly related to the
personality of Walpole ("Young years"
and "Characteristics"), the other five — to
his career and peculiarities of his policy
("Rise to Power — Bolingbroke", "Wal-
pole's Fall", "Fiscal Policy", "Domestic
Affairs", "Foreign Policy"), and four
"historical" chapters where John Mor-
ley, in fact, considered the formation of
the Whig party ("The Last Four Years of
Queen Anne", "The New Reign — Whig
Schism", "The Cabinet", "The Court").

A confrontation between the
political parties is covered in detail, in

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particular, on the example of Walpole's
prolonged struggle with Henry St. John,
Viscount Bolingbroke (1678-1751), a
representative of the Tory party. Both
men were different by their political
views, temper and behaviour'¥. Boling-
broke achieved fame not only as a politi-
cian, but a thinker. "Letters on the Study
of History" (1738) proved his interests
towards "the general principles of vir-
tue... wisdom and good government"',
though not quite sincere ones, for his
scandalous private life stood out against
the background of even the immoral ten-
dencies of the aristocracy of his time.
The mutual antipathy between Walpole
and Bolingbroke went through the first
half of the XVIII century, influenced
upon the forming of a Cabinet and a for-
eign policy. Less stable position of Wal-
pole could result in wars with France,
England, Spain, and even Sweden. The

antagonism finished its process with the

Bolingbroke's absolute political defeat
that ruined all his ambitious hopes. Mor-
ley wrote that at the turn of the XVII-
XVIII centuries, an impeachment, that
1s a deposition and prosecution of min-
isters, was considered to be a legitimate
action against those who "had gravely
offended a triumphant majority"'®, and it
was "the only way then known of secur-
ing responsibility to Parliament". Morley
avoided to comment the prosecutions of
Tories by Whigs from the ethical point
of view. Concerning Bolingbroke and his
supporters that were sentenced to death,
he called the case as the last political im-
peachment in English history: "They are
the last ministers who were ever made
personally responsible for giving bad
advice and pursuing a discredited policy,
and since then a political mistake has
ceased to be a crime"!'”. From Morley's
analysis, it 1s clear that the trial against
Bolingbroke was a revenge by the obvi-
ously intriguing Walpole, but from the
characteristics of Bolingbroke as a "ge-
nius for intrigue" who devoted all of his
life to destroying Walpole'®, we can see

the priorities of the author. John Morley

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was far from 1dealizing historical figures
of that time, and the words "intrigue",
"Intriguer", etc. are very often mentioned

in the work.

John Morley's own appreciation
of the personality and politics of
Walpole

Morley entirely endorsed Walpo-
le's activity only in the sphere of foreign
policy. He wrote that the fiscal policy was
not a national need, though it was a wise
one'’, but the main benefit England got
from Walpole was the absence of war. It
allowed to transfer all of the energy of
the population for the development of
trade and production®’, with the purpose
of building a solid economic foundation
for future prosperity. According to the
author, the policy of Walpole answered
the needs of his age — a "transitional pe-
riod" when religion lost its decisive role
in the society, it was too early for the na-
tional factor, a dynastic struggle coming
to an end, but the battle began for trade
and influence upon the territories of the
New World*'. From this point of view,

Morley came to the conclusion that the

activity of Walpole was of a great im-
portance and urgency for his times: "He
was a great peace minister, yet his career
suggests neither the attractions of private
virtue nor the inspiration of lofty public
ideals"*?. Morley wrote that, despite the
dependability and courage* of Walpole,

"24 in him, and

there was nothing "heroic
it was quite in unison with the spirit of the
epoch and tendencies of the British poli-
tics of XVIII. He described the statesman
as a cheerful, amiable, sociable person,
who took easy his own failures, a hostil-
ity of enemies, the supposed infidelity of
his wife and the obscure origin of his el-
dest son®, and this light attitude towards
life — the best Walpole's features that his
biographer managed to find.

In the work on Walpole, Morley
made an attempt to offer some collec-
tion of positive qualities of his character,
but the objectivity overcame in the fol-
lowing passage: "The world will never
place Walpole in the highest rank among
those who have governed men, for in
the world's final estimate character goes

farther than act, imagination than utility,

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and its leaders strike us as much by what
they were as by what they did"*. Re-
viewers valued the work "Walpole" by
Morley, observing that he was "scrupu-
lously fair in its treatment of the political
parties of the early Georgian period", but
noted that Morley's sympathies "were
wholly with the Whigs"%’.

Conclusion

In "Walpole" John Morley has
shown his ability to create a restrained
and unprejudiced work depicting a vivid
political portrait. He succeeded in repre-
senting the many-sided and rather mys-
terious nature of this political figure, that
combined adroitness, worldliness and
greed with peacefulness and frankness
at the same time; Morley portrayed the
man that persecuted his enemies without
remorse, but indefatigably defended the
interests of England. In the work by Mor-
ley, Walpole's strong conviction about the
suitability of the balanced and peaceful
foreign policy taken by him as politician,
presented no contrast with his personal
unforgivingness. Those features were
manifestations of the different sides of

Walpole's nature. Morley's frank and bril-

liant "Walpole", diverse as he was, stands
out against a background of the standard
biographies of the XIX century, where
the subjects got blackened or idealised.
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
