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Abstract
The concept of Cossack statehood is among most relevant issues of modern
historical science. In the article review is given of how the very idea of Cossack
sovereignties has been shaping out in crucial moments of history. As evidence
proves, period of XIX c. Civil war brought about much new to the understand-
ing of statehood and sovereignty. The White movement leaders appeared not
only as vehicles of concept of Cossacks territorial islets, but placed them as vital
components of would-be Russian State as a whole. Nestor Makhno's ideas pro-
vide a separate tier of Cossacks-peasantry state concept, which are still open for
thorough investigation. Author's main research tool is genetic historicism with
its interpretation of continuity of ideas and theories. The period of Civil war
was further logically proceeded by evident split of Cossack idea over issues of
statehood during World War II. Suggestion is made in the article, that even pres-
ently new elements and versions of Cossack sovereignty idea are well under-
way. There is much ambiguity about them, like the message that those ideas can
be made use both for benefit and in prejudice of national security and the very
interests of Russian State. Nowadays, Russian government tries to identify new
strategy and administering ways of Cossacks employment for service. Thus,
theoretical investigation of types and configurations of Cossacks statehood is of

practical importance.
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Introduction. Cossack ethnic
dualism — the cornerstone of

national historical science

The relationship of the govern-
ment with the Cossacks have always
evolved difficultly, were far from ideal
and had a lot of conflicting trends. On
the one hand, the state considered Cos-
sacks as loyal and faithful "sovereign
people", trusted servants and defenders
of the Fatherland from foreign invaders,
on the other — was wary of Cossack lib-
erties, privileges, proud and rebellious
spirit of Cossack ethnic group.

Official government almost al-
ways implicitly saw in the Cossacks its
main rival in the struggle for statehood,
serious enemy, armed and therefore very
dangerous. This is precisely why, always
with extreme brutality the government
suppressed any manifestations of Cos-
sack separatism, conspiracies, uprisings
and rebellions. Authority reasonably be-
lieved that between the Cossack com-

munity generated ideas of their own state

ideology, germinated plans to create their
own independent regions, republics and
entire states. It is not at all in the period
of the consolidation of Soviet power, but
quite formerly state has attempted to car-
ry out the activities that can be described
and defined by the term, the concept —
"decossackization".

Quite wrong to draw the image
of the Cossack as a zealous combatant
of the statehood formation and the only
defender of any state, on which territory
the Cossacks lived densely, which mem-
ber they might have been. The Cossack
who would just blindly follow the orders
of his chieftains and immediate com-
manders.

Frequent splits, contradictions,
lively discussions have been in the Cos-
sack environment. They repeatedly divid-
ed into mutually hostile camps, accord-
ing to their viewpoint on the state and its
settlement. However, initially incorrect
image of the Cossacks as rebels, enemies
and oppositionists of any statehood, gov-

ernment and system, which would value
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above all else only freedom, privileges
and will. It all depended on the situa-
tion, a number of factors of external and
internal development — social, political,
economic, historical, cultural. In a dif-
ferent situation the Cossacks were either
ruthless destroyers of the foundations of
the state, or the most reliable, loyal and
dedicated defenders of the Fatherland.

Depending on how the official
state authority was versatile, able to
compromise, to capture the aspirations
and sentiments of the Cossack, so exact-
ly was successful or unsuccessful in its
activities against the Cossacks.

Military and organizational struc-
ture is the most important feature of the
Cossack community. That in itself de-
fines the role of the military service, mil-
itary matter in ideology, culture and life
of the Cossacks, its political sympathies

and antipathies.

Civil war and state concepts of
the Cossacks. The ideas of the
leaders of the White Movement

The Civil War was a catalyst for
the emergence of a number of directions
and schools in the light of the teachings
of the Cossack state. It has not only dis-

sociated society into opposing and war-

ring, mutually hostile camps, but the
same thing implemented in light of the
teachings of views on the state.

Leaders of the White Movement
didn't have a single concept on the idea
of the Cossack state; there are different
views and approaches to the problem,
often contradicting, which come into a
conflict with each other.

One of the concepts was the con-
cept of creating of a single Cossack fed-
eration based on the structure of the Cos-
sack troops and formations. Substantive
progress towards its realization was the
formation on Oct. 20, 1917 the so-called
South-East Union. The final decision
on the formation of the Union was con-
firmed by an act of the Supreme Circle,
held on January 11, 1920. By October,
1917, Cossack communities began res-
toration of ancient forms of traditional
Cossack way of life on their lands, then
the idea appeared'.

Already in June, 1917, Don chief-
tain A.M. Kaledin and Chairman of the
Don government received A.P. Filimon-
ov, K.L. Bardizh, M.A. Karaulov in No-
vocherkassk, the chieftains, who shared
their views. They represented still only

two forces — Kuban and Terek. For the

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development of its structure chieftains
decided to establish a permanent com-
mission in Novocherkassk, which would
have worked in the details the future
strategy and the principles of associa-
tion?.

Action Group of chieftains
planned to hold a conference in a more
representative composition. The confer-
ence planned participation of a very large
group of Cossacks, mountaineers, gov-
ernment officials, politicians and simply
ideology sympathizers.

Cossack conference was held on
September 20, 1917. It has been in ses-
sion for nearly five days. The second
conference, under the results of the first
one, was held on October 15 of that year,
but in a more extended format. It brought
together not only the Cossack chieftains,
but the rank and file of the Cossacks
from the Don, Kuban, Terek, Astrakhan,
Dagestan and the Urals. The second con-
ference lasted until the 20th of October.
The result was the signing of the Union
Treaty and the decision to establish the
South-East Union. The first part of the
united government included: from Don —
V.A. Harlamov and A.P. Epifanov, from
Kuban — [.A. Makarenko and V.K. Bard-
izh, from Terek — G.A. Vertepov and
N.A. Karaulov, from the North Caucasus

mountaineers — Pshemakho Kotsev and
Aitek Namitok, from Dagestan — Gaydar
Bammat and Topa Chermoev, from As-
trakhan Cossacks and Kalmyks — A.M.
Skvortsov and Prince Tundutov, from the
Urals — LI. Ivanov and A.A. Mikheeyv.
Also the idea of the Union was strongly
supported by the Orenburg Cossacks, al-
though was not able to send their repre-
sentatives to the conference. Chairman
of the new government was elected Don
V.A. Harlamov, his deputy was Kuban
Cossack I.L. Makarenko’.

Otherwise preferred to go chief-
tains of separate Cossack troops, trying
in the crucible of fratricidal Moloch of
civil war to create their own independent
Cossack troops and the whole free Cos-
sack republics on the basis of their sub-
ordinates®.

In any case, the vast majority
of leaders and ideologues of the White
Movement stood, and then remained,
on the positions of consensus on value
of the state-creating mission of the Cos-

sacks. Here 1s what some of them said:

of the unrest, almost always helped to
overcome the impending disaster and
contributed to the strengthening of the
central government by a whole-hearted
devotion to the common Fatherland®.

— Bogachevsky A.P., chieftain of
the Don, Lieutenant-General: "Person-
ally me, innate Don Cossack, proudly
recall the glorious past of my native
Cossacks and cheerfully, with the light
of hope, thinking of its future. The phe-
nomenon of exclusively Russian histor-
ical life, that has not been in any state
of the world — the Cossacks of the wild
outlaws, who bravely fought with war-
like neighbors, gradually turning into an
inseparable part of the Russian state, but
with a particular way of life and a spe-
cial mission, becoming a true knight of

Russia"’.

On the issues of Cossacks and
peasants ideology of Nestor
Makhno

It is noteworthy that ideas of the
Cossack state at critical and crucial mo-
ment of the Civil War are reflected not
only in the environment of the White and

the Red Army. Even the rebel army of

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Nestor Makhno had and developed its
ideas on the essence of the issue.

Ancient history of Gulyaypole
rooted in the 70-80s of the XVIII cen-
tury, when runaway people, villagers
and Haidamaks, dwelt near the river
Gaychur under the protection Dnipro-
petrovsk line fortresses. Subsequently
Gulyaypole joined the Zaporizhia Army
Freedoms. The researchers note that dur-
ing the civil war in Ukraine there were
many independent states and republics —
Pereyaslavkaya, Dermanskaya, Mlievs-
kaya, Pashkovskaya, Bashtanskaya.
Many of them could be rightly attributed
to purely Cossack states. However, the
phenomenon of Gulyaypole still contin-
ues to be a phenomenon that is not hav-
ing a history of Cossack state formation,
as well as any equal analogues®.

Several sources said that the Army
of N. Mahno and Gulyaypole turned into
a powerful political and military force
during the Civil War, while actively en-
gaged in state formation with elements
of peasant and Cossack republic.

"From the very beginning "batka"
has set a goal to ensure the defense of
their district from any intrusion. When
Gulyaypole sank to the rumors about the

beginning ofthe Kornilovrevolt, the lead-
ers of Gulyaypole hastily organized Res-
cue Committee... The number of Makh-
no's army rapidly increased and reached
a hundred thousand of members"®.

The activity of the Gulyaypole
government was in light of careful at-
tention of Wrangel, who needed and
was looking for a close alliance with it.
However, active work of Wrangel had
the opposite result. Makhno hated tsarist
government and collapsed political sys-
tem, considering it as extremely hostile
to the interests of peasants and Cossacks.
As a result N. Mahno alliance with the
Soviet government has been formed, in
which the latter accepted the unparal-
leled concessions of ideological views
of Gulyaypole people in respect of their
statehood.

Lenin's government signed a
largely humiliating for itself agree-
ment with Makhno, which resulted in,
except the entry of N. Mahno Army in
the Red Army as a standalone unit, the
area controlled by Makhno also received
full autonomy, which in practice meant
the recognition of an independent Cos-
sack-Gulyaypole peasants' state, with all

the ensuing consequences. Gulyaypole

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within the USSR vested the right to au-
tonomy in a matter of establishing rela-
tions with foreign states, and many other
rights.

Many studies confirm the well-
grounded fears of Soviet power against
Makhno and his ideas of the Cossack
state construction. Historians write:
"Makhno planned to establish an inde-
pendent republic — in the likeness and
image of Zaporizhzhya Sich, in which
organization he saw a sense and a work
of his life. Advice in his concept could
be maintained only as a means to help
people in their work, but were not con-
sidered by Nestor as authorities". Makh-
no believed that people were free to hold
on to the principles of full self-govern-
ment in their lives in line with the tra-
ditions of their ancestors and common
sense'”.

What is it in reality, in the full
sense of statehood, represented the ideas
of Makhno? The image of a purely peas-
ant community, or still more of the Cos-
sack state — Cossack republic, is still to
be determined by national and foreign
researchers. One thing is certain, that the
1dea of the Cossack state formation, first
of all, Zaporizhzhya troops and Zapori-
zhzhya Sich, had a place to exist. Makh-
no considered them thoughtfully and se-

riously, that has left a unique imprint on
a subsequent violent and controversial

work of created structures.

Second World War as a logical
continuation of the secession of

the Cossacks state ideology

Its logical continuation of the
Cossacks secession in the relation to the
state and ideological concepts of the Civil
War has been gained during the period of
the Great Patriotic War. Soviet historiog-
raphy has been shamefully glossed over
this issue for a long time, thereby only
creating a lot of new myths and beaten
templates, hackneyed phrases when con-
sidering such a complex and intricate is-
sue. The historiography of modern times
1s partly made desperate attempts to rem-
edy the situation in a historical science,
but it is unlikely to make it to the full.

It is hard to deny the fact that since
the beginning of the Great Patriotic War
a huge mass of Cossacks breasted to de-
fend their motherland — the Soviet Union,
which during the years of Soviet power
has become a totally inseparable and
considered as a true Fatherland. At the
same time, there were also those mem-
bers of the Cossacks, who remembered

old grudges and hoped for the revival of
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independent Cossack State, served in the
Wehrmacht!'.

According to various sources at
that time for deeds, heroism and courage
has been awarded more than 262 heredi-
tary Cossacks or persons who considered
themselves to this ethnic community, with
the title of the "Hero of the Soviet Union".
As part of the generalship of the Workers

'and Peasants' Red Army affiliated Cos-
sacks — generals and admirals: Kuban Cos-
sack, Hero of the Soviet Union and ace of
the tank battle D.F. Lavrienko; Ural Cos-
sack, Hero of the Soviet Union, engineer-
ing troops general D.M. Karbyshev, Terek
Cossack, Northern Fleet commander, Ad-
miral A.A. Gorshkov, Don Cossack, talent-
ed inventor and developer of weapons F.V.
Tokarev. Cossack units were commanded
by competent and skilled commanders of
the number of hereditary Cossacks —N.Ya.
Kirienko, A.G. Selivanov, I.A. Pliev, S.I.
Gorshkov, M.F. Maleev, V.S. Golovskoy,
E.V. Kamkov, 1.V. Tutarinov, Ya.S. Shar-
aburko, I.P. Kalyuzhnyi, P.Ya. Strepuhov,
M.S. Surzhikov and many others. Glorified
Marshals G.K. Zhukov and K.K. Rokos-
ovsky long before the war with German
invaders got a great experience in the com-
mand of Cossack units during the battle
on the Chinese Eastern Railway and other
"flash points". So, all that suggests that the
Stalinist command dedicated huge place
to Cossack commanders and gave them
a prominent role in the system of military

service, and in general — the government.

Modern Cossacks and power:

trends, prospects, contradictions

Many of the ideas of the Cossack

state, the relationship between govern-
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ment and the Cossack community — the
Cossack people, are reflected in the mod-
ern Cossack movement, remain very
acute and relevant to this day. Many of
the successes and failures of the Cossacks
in modern times stem from the ideas and
views of the Civil War, from the time of
mistakes, strengths and weaknesses of
individual theories of the Cossack state,
misses, misconceptions and stereotypes.

Even in the modern history of
the Cossacks a mixed and largely very
dangerous, if to look closely, idea of cre-
ating an independent Cossacks is devel-
oping, which apologists declare: "The
Cossacks — a dream, be it in the form of
national-cultural autonomy or self-gov-
ernment. Dream of people associated
with the future, which many would like
to see. When most people dream of one
and the same — the dream takes on the
features and nature of reality. The new
reality, that actually can only be dreamed
of. Thanks to the fantasies of the great
historical figures: philosophers, poets,
artists, politicians were born new dimen-
sions, new paintings and masterpieces
of human activity. The course of history
changed... The dream of the Cossacks is
a way to horizon". And then the leaders
of the Cossacks idea put themselves in
opposition to the state and current system

of government: "What is a state that de-

stroys its people? A gang of criminals and
degenerates, creating laws and violating
rights and liberties of the people..." They
say about the power, transferring today's
responsibility in the Cossacks continuity

and repressions of 30-40s'?,

Conclusion. Cossacks as a
driving force of the national

development

Thus, from the above we can draw
some conclusions and come to some de-
cisions. They are as follows. Cossacks
from the very moment of its origin inher-
it dualism that defines its relationship to
the structure of the government. Military
service is built into the essence of con-
sciousness of the Cossack and his way
of thinking, mentality and worldview.
Participation in military and public ser-
vice is an important lever of the Cossack
community for the government and of-
ficial state. Its proper use is crucial, im-
proper — can lead to irretrievable misfor-
tunes and losses. Military service is the
basis for the formation of state mentality

of the Cossacks. Participation in political

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life of the state especially clearly mani-
fested by the Cossacks during various
social 1lls and disasters, shocks, wars,
civil strives, repelling the attack of an

external enemy and borders protection.

The entire range of relations of the Cos-
sacks and the state has not been studied
in detail yet by the science of history and
needs careful and painstaking study of

all the accumulated experience of ages.
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
