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Abstract

The article analyzes modern determinants, tendencies, and properties of organized crime from
the standpoint of criminological science, positions the author's view of its causes and conditions.
The theoretical and practical foundations, Russian and international standards for the criminalization
of this kind of socially dangerous encroachments are investigated. It is emphasized that organized
crime is one of the main threats to Russia's national security. And that the key to a successful fight
against organized crime is the existence of an effective legislative framework. It is stated that the
key condition for the prevention of organized crime is to identify and eradicate the main socio-
political determinants of the latter. In the presented study, the author uses general scientific
dialectical research methods: analysis and synthesis, as well as historical and legal, comparative and
contrastive methods.
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
