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Abstract

Transhumanism represents a relatively new phenomenon in sociocultural reality. As a
philosophical movement, it is rapidly evolving, continuously formulating new questions. This article
aims to analyze transhumanism from the perspective of philosophical anthropology. The study
examines core transhumanist ideas concerning human enhancement, including overcoming
biological limitations, implementing genetic engineering and neurotechnologies, expanding innate
human capacities, and the concept of digital immortality. These propositions are critically evaluated
through the lens of philosophical anthropology, revealing a set of emerging philosophical problems.
The article concludes that contemporary philosophical anthropology is currently engaged in
formulating and actively debating these issues, while definitive answers remain a prospect for future
philosophical inquiry.
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
