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Abstract

The article focuses on using the models of living arrangement of children with-
out parental support in international practice. Currently the care of children, who
stayed without parental care, is one of the basic global problems. In the European
countries family child-rearing outside the state institutions was selected as a pri-
ority development of the state; predominance of the family-oriented approach of
the institutions.

Adoption and a foster family in all its variants is a basic form of permanent
family care. As practice shows, the most stable form of family education in Rus-
sia, England and the USA is adoption which implies a complete cessation of all
ties of an adopted child with his relatives by blood. At the same time, this position

differs from the positions of the main European countries: Japan, France, Sweden,
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Netherlands, Australia and New Zealand. In these countries the main responsibil-
ity 1s to maintain legal ties with the child's biological family with the aim of his/
her reunion, therefore, the main form of children's device here is a "foster family",
where the material aid is controlled by the state.

Unfortunately the problem of children's communities continues to be rather
actual. Studies show that education in boardings and children's homes is the main
form of children's education.

Practices of living arrangements for children are different, and all countries join
forces to develop the basic directions of the family policy of the state to satisfy

and protect the interests of children.
