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Abstract

The paper presents the results of study the use of coping strategies by young men and women,
engaged in sports activities. It was found, that in different kinds sport of table tennis and swimming
- girls and boys use different coping strategies, and it was also found, that boys and girls in the same
sport differ in the use of coping strategies. Girls, who play tennis and swimming, have a high level
of self-control. Swimmers are looking for a rational way out of a difficult situation, while tennis
players in of stress try to attract the attention of other people to their problem. Young men, who play
tennis and swimming, are characterized by responsibility-they recognize their participation in
creating difficulties, look for their mistakes and negative qualities, try to think about their actions,
take part in solving problems by changing their attitude to the situation, rethink the situation and
accept complexity as the next stage of self-development, but it is difficult for them to see the
situation from different sides, often they see only one way out of a difficult situation. The
components of the coping strategies used, such as cognitive, emotional, and behavioral, were also
studied in detail. It was found, that regardless of the type of sports activity, athletes use the strategy
of "constructive activity™ and are characterized by a desire to temporarily move away from solving
problems by immersing themselves in their favorite business. But young athletes have significant
differences: tennis players, unlike young men, who are engaged in swimming, use the strategy of
"retreat” - they avoid thoughts of trouble, are characterized by passivity, tend to avoid active
interpersonal contacts, and also refuse to solve problems. In addition, tennis players use active
defensive reactions that, occur in response to negatively colored emotional irritation. Swimmers are
characterized by a strategy of "cooperation™ - joint activities, the ability to ask for help from other
people to get out from difficult situations.
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
