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Abstract

Coping strategies are an important predictor of psychological well-being, health, and the success
of a subject's activity at any age. The significance of coping behavior is to adapt a person as best as
possible to the demands of the environment, allowing them to weaken or mitigate its impact, avoid
or become accustomed to it. From a practical point of view, the study of the problem of coping with
difficulties is directly related to the importance of maintaining psychological well-being in young
people and maintaining the success of productive activities (educational, professional, sports),
despite failures. A significant number of domestic works have been published in which coping
strategies are considered as actions that increase stress resistance, within the framework of assistance
and self-help for individuals experiencing difficulties in extreme and stressful conditions. Research
on coping strategies in Russia is particularly relevant due to the high level of psychological distress
among the population, given the large number of stressful events experienced, including the current
difficult socio-political situation. The practical significance of our work lies in the fact that the
materials of our study may be of practical interest to practicing specialists. The factual material
obtained during the work on the empirical part expands and clarifies information about the factors
influencing the formation of coping strategies.
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
