Meaning-of-Life Orientations as a Resource for Stress
Resistance and Mental Health in Extreme Professions

Abstract

The article examines the problem of the influence of meaning-of-life orientations and mental
self-regulation on stress resistance among representatives of extreme professions (law enforceme nt
officers, rescuers, military personnel, firefighters, etc.). The relevance of the study is substantiated
by the high level of professional and social stress characteristic of modern society, as well as the
need to identify internal resources that contribute to maintaining mental health under conditions of
constant exposure to stress factors. The theoretical analysis is based on the concepts of meaning of
life and meaning-of-life orientations by V. Frankl and D.A. Leontiev, as well as research in the field
of stress psychology and coping behavior. The results obtained from the conducted empirical
research (using D.A. Leontiev's "Meaning-of-Life Orientations” method, a stress resistance scale,
and mental well-being questionnaires) in which representatives of extreme professions participated,
are discussed. Correlations are identified between the general level of meaningfulness of life, its
individual components (goals in life, locus of control — Self, locus of control — Life), and indicators
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of stress resistance, anxiety, professional burnout, and general mental health. It has been established
that respondents with high levels of meaningfulness of life demonstrate more effective coping
strategies, less severe symptoms of post-traumatic stress disorder, and a higher level of
psychological well-being. The conclusions emphasize the role of meaning-of-life orientations as a
personal resource that contributes to stress resistance and the preservation of psychological well-
being among representatives of extreme groups, which opens up prospects for the development of
programs for psychological training and support for specialists in these professions, aimed at
strengthening the meaning-of-life sphere of the individual.
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
