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Abstract

The article examines the problem of the formation of "mother—child” attachment in the
conditions of children's homes operating within correctional institutions. Based on an analysis of
modern longitudinal studies and classical attachment theories, the contradictory nature of this
environment is revealed. The theories formulated by John Bowlby and Mary Ainsworth assert that
the quality of early emotional bonds between an infant and a "key adult” forms the basic model of a
person's subsequent relationships with the world. Secure attachment arises in conditions of a stable,
predictable, and emotionally responsive environment where the caregiver consistently meets the
child's needs. The context of a penitentiary children's home represents a unique and contradictory
laboratory for studying the dynamics of this process under the influence of extreme external
constraints. Special attention is paid to the intergenerational transmission of psychological trauma,
which in conditions of forced isolation acquires a hypertrophied character. The article presents data
on positive outcomes achievable through the implementation of specialized support programs that
allow the penitentiary system to perform the function of an external regulatory structure
compensating for maternal deficits. At the same time, the thesis is substantiated that the successful
formation of secure attachment in early childhood does not negate the traumatic potential of
subsequent separation, which requires the integration of cohabitation programs with a system of
post-institutional support.
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
