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Abstract

The presented material examines the complex issue of applying specialized diagnostic tools for
psychopathy within the population of female convicts. Emphasis is placed on a critical analysis of
the adaptation of classical methods, such as the Revised Checklist for Psychopathy (PCL-R) and its
derivatives, to the female population in the penitentiary system. The article extensively highlights
the methodological difficulties and features of the manifestation of psychopathic traits in women,
which are often more verbal and manipulative in nature and less associated with direct physical
violence. The paper substantiates the need for a transition from a disciplinary model of penitentiary
intervention to trauma-informed approaches (Dialectical Behavior Therapy) and the development of
gender-sensitive diagnostic protocols. It is concluded that effective resocialization of women with
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personality disorders is possible only under the condition of integrating penitentiary psychotherapy
with post-penitentiary social support that takes into account the high level of victimization in their
history and the specifics of their criminal career.
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
