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Abstract

The pilot study is aimed at identifying the relationship between school psychological well-being,
personal anxiety, and value orientations in adolescents aged 14-16. The sample included 63 Moscow
schoolchildren (31 boys, 32 girls). At the preparatory stage, consent was obtained from the
administration, parents, and the participants themselves; forms of the methods were compiled. The
main stage employed: the "School Well-Being Questionnaire” by A.S. Vodyakha, the "Personal
Anxiety Scale" by A.M. Prikhozhan as modified by R.l. Sunnatova, and the "Hierarchy of Life
Values" questionnaire by G.V. Rezapkina. Data processing was carried out using SPSS 26; the
reliability of the new anxiety scale according to Cronbach's Alpha was 0.669. The analysis showed
that 81% of adolescents are satisfied with their relationships with friends, 78% — with their family;
while only 1.6% are completely satisfied with themselves. The majority register low or normal
general anxiety; however, signs of "hidden" anxiety have been identified, especially in the
interpersonal and self-esteem spheres. Significant values turned out to be family (71% high
significance), leisure (40%), and material security (78% moderate/high). The values of health,
creativity, and service are often underestimated or rejected. Correlation analysis revealed that
satisfaction with oneself is positively associated with an orientation towards fame/recognition
(r=0.659, p<0.01), material security (r=0.538, p<0.01), career (r=0.489, p<0.01), and family
(r=0.353, p<0.05). Satisfaction with friendships is associated with the value of leisure (r=0.732,
p<0.01) and fame (r=0.532, p<0.01). High interpersonal and self-esteem anxiety negatively correlate
with satisfaction with friends and oneself. The results can be used by teachers, school psychologists,
and social workers in individual and group prevention.
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
